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Descemetocele
The cornea is the clear, front layer of the eyeball and it is composed of several distinct layers.  The two deepest layers are thin, delicate and elastic.  A descemetocele is a corneal defect that extends to these two deep layers. A descemetocele may readily rupture.  If it does, it is a serious and immediate threat to vision in that eye.  A descemetocele can be caused by any disease or injury that results in a deep corneal ulcer.
Important Points in Treatment

1. In most cases, surgical correction under general anesthesia is required to reinforce the cornea. If surgery is recommended, the type of surgery performed depends on the size and location of the descemetocele as well as the overall corneal health. One of the following techniques is typically performed:

Keratectomy combined with conjunctival graft and/or a corneal graft

Corneoconjunctival transposition

2. Medical treatment may be an option, however, a corneal rupture is more likely with medical treatment than with surgery.
